50 out of 2,292 products from 35 countries honoured 

Kitchen from Poggenpohl and Porsche Design receives “iF gold award 2008”
Herford/Bietigheim-Bissingen. – On Tuesday (4 March 2008) on the opening day of the computer trade fair CeBIT in Hannover, the new “Kitchen for Men” with the product description P‘7340, which has been developed by Poggenpohl in cooperation with Porsche Design, was awarded one of the oldest and most coveted design prizes in the world: as one of the fifty best-designed entries it received the “iF gold award 2008“ at an award ceremony.
